Final Test (Oral)  This test will be given in written form and orally.
I.   Textbook (Oral Workshop – Argument) (Lessons 1-28) (20 points)
Based on the students’ homework practice, they will be asked to set up a short, pro/con dialogue between person A and person B about one of the topics discussed in Lessons 1-28.  For example:

Work to live or live to work?
Should students only learn from books?

Does fashion contribute anything to society?

Should women be treated the same as men?

Etc.

II.  Dictation (15 points)
Based on the students’ homework practice, they will be asked to set up a short dialogue between person A and person B beginning with one of the dictation questions discussed in class.  For example:

Why did she stand you up?

Who’s calling the shots here?

Can’t hurt to try, can it?

Why the long face?

Etc.

III.  Expressions (15 points)
Based on the daily expressions explained on the board every class period, the students will be asked to set up a short dialogue between person A and person B.  For example:

“pull the plug”

“pan out”

“fall to pieces”

“for the life of me”
Etc.

IV.   Pair Work (25 points)  

The students will be paired-up, and each couple will be asked to come before the class to practice, impromptu, a conversation based on classroom dictation/expressions every class period.  They will have one to two minutes to begin with the particular dictation question/expression, then expand on it to have a conversation with each other.  For example:

Are you taking off?

How about lunch?

“have the munchies”

“as high as a kite”

Etc.
V.   Group Work (25 points)

The students will be grouped (3-4 students), and each group will be asked to come before the class to practice, impromptu, a conversation based on classroom dictation/expressions every class period.  They will have two to three minutes to begin with the particular dictation question/expression, then expand on it to have a conversation with each other.  For example:

Don’t sweat the exam, okay?

Why did he call off the meeting?

“heads up”

“hard knocks”
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
