Final Exam (Oral) (Second Semester, 2004)  This test will be given orally and in written form.
I.  Dictation (15 points)

Based on the students’ homework practice, they will be asked to set up a short, written dialogue between person A and person B (three exchanges) beginning with one of the following dictation questions discussed in class:

Why did he drop out of school?

I feel completely done in, do you?

How approachable is he?

It’s as wide as it is tall, isn’t it?

What were the extenuating circumstances?

You’re a hopeless romantic, aren’t you?

Why are you so uncompromising?

II.  Expressions (15 points)

Based on the daily expressions explained on the board every class period, the students will be asked to set up a short, written dialogue between person A and person B (three exchanges) using one of the following expressions:
“have a half a mind”
“in bad form”

“food for thought”

“in the middle of something”

“to put it mildly”

“soft touch”

“sob stories”

III.  Interview Questions (20 points)

Based on numerous interview questions discussed in class and to provide this kind of real-world information (carried over from writing classes) to the students, they will be asked to set up a short, written dialogue between interviewer and interviewee using one or more of the following questions:
How do you handle conflict?

What are your short- and long-term goals?

How can you contribute to our company?

What motivates you?

Are you a team player?

Why do you feel we should hire you for this position?

What have you done outside of formal education to improve yourself?

IV.   Pair Work (25 points)  

The students will be paired-up, and each couple will be asked to come before the class to have a conversation based on classroom dictation questions every class period.  They will have two minutes to begin with the particular dictation question, then expand on it to have a conversation with each other.  For example:  

Is it the kind of thing that I might be interested in?
Do you think it’s worth our while waiting?

Who does she only have eyes for?

How deep are you?

How can I reward you for all your help?

Do you have what it takes?

V.   Group Work (25 points)

The students will be grouped (3-4 students), and each group will be asked to come before the class to have a conversation based on classroom dictation questions every class period.  They will have three minutes to begin with the particular dictation question, then expand on it to have a conversation with each other  For example:

What colored his judgment?

How does one get the edge on his competition?

Things are starting to hum, aren’t they?

Were there any eyewitnesses?

What was his undoing?

What’s this world coming to?
