Final Test Outline (Writing)  This test will be given orally, and reinforced in written form, when needed.

I.  (30 points)  The students will be asked to “free-write” (writing nonstop for a limited period) for ten minutes to explore this level of freedom, but being as careful as possible with grammar, structure and spelling.

II.  (30 points)  Based on the textbook, Success In Advanced English Writing (Chapters 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15 and 16) and homework practice, the students will be asked to choose a particular approach, then write:

Writing to describe an event
Writing to describe a person
Writing to profile a person
Writing to inform

Writing to explain how

Writing to explain what

Writing to argue

Writing to propose

Writing to analyze

Writing to evaluate
III.  (20 points)  Based on useful dictation questions utilized periodically in the classroom and as a part of their homework practice, the students will be asked to put a particular question into context, and expand on the situation in paragraph form.  For example:

Will you give it to me straight?

How can I make it up to you?

Is there a man/woman in your life?

Can I get back to you on that?

It has been a long time, hasn’t it?

Why the long face?

Let me mull it over, okay?

Why did they part company?

IV.  (20 points)  Based on useful expressions discussed periodically on the board in the classroom and as a part of their homework practice, the students will be asked to define a particular expression, then use it in paragraph form.  For example:

“pan out”

“in a pickle”

“fall to pieces”

“for openers”

“no-show”

“put a move on”

“for the life of me”
“knock back”
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
