Mid-term Test Outline (Oral)  This test will be given in written form and orally.
I.  Textbook (Oral Workshop – Argument) (Lessons 1-14):  
A.  Ten questions will be asked about the information.  For example:

What are the advantages of keeping/having a pet?

Is it a good idea for a student to have a part-time job?

In what ways can examinations be improved?

Etc.

Each question will be asked orally to test the students’ listening comprehension as well as their retention of information studied in the textbook.  (Each question worth 2 points.)
B.  Based on the students’ homework practice, they will be asked to set up a short, pro/con dialogue between person A and person B about one of the topics discussed in Lessons 1-14.  For example:

Do you think criticism helps people improve?  (Worth 10 points.)

II.  Textbook (Oral Workshop – Discussion) (Lessons 1-10):
One of the situations/stories from Lessons 1-10 will be read aloud, and the students will be asked to listen carefully, and write down the important points that they think they hear.  (Worth 10 points)
III.  Based on classroom dictation every class period, the students will be asked to “reply structurally correct” to ten questions.  For example:

Do you mind if I sit here?

How soon will you be back?

Did you find what you were looking for?

Etc.

Each question will be asked orally to test the students’ listening comprehension as well as their ability to reply structurally correct.  (Each question worth 2 points.)

IV.  Based on daily expressions explained on the board every class period, the students will be given instructions (orally) to either define or use five expressions in a sentence or question.  For example:
What does “batting a thousand” mean?

Use “on the blink” in a sentence or question.

What does “come in handy” mean?

Etc.

This will be done orally to test the students’ listening comprehension as well as their ability to follow instructions and remember/use daily expressions.  (Each instruction worth 2 points.)

V.  Based on the students’ homework practice, they will be asked to set up a short dialogue between person A and person B beginning with one of the dictation questions discussed in class.  For example:

What makes you so certain?

Where have I seen you before?

So, what do we do about this problem?

Etc.

(Worth 10 points.)

VI.  The students will be paired-up, and each couple will be asked to come before the class to practice, impromptu, a conversation based on classroom dictation every class period.  They will have one to two minutes to begin with the particular dictation question, then expand on it to have a conversation with each other.  For example:

When’s a good time for me to phone you?

Etc.

(Worth 20 points.)
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
